Costs listed below are indicative based on our
research, however it is suggested that you shop around to find the most cost-effective option.

Please read through this thoroughly and make sure you're prepared to start work! During your first
week we will check that you have all the essential items on the list (marked in gféen) — other items will
be needed by the time you start on your first show roles in mid-November.

Costs listed below are indicative based on our research, however many are available cheaper than
listed.
